The 3rd Can/Am International Pairs Competition will be held on July 17-18 in Elmira N.Y.  The competition will have 3 divisions (Fossils, Masters, & Intermediate).  All games and rules will come from the MGAA 2010 rulebook.  The rulebook can be found on the MGAA website http://mountedgames.org/files/2010MGAARulebook.pdf.  Please make sure you read the pairs section of the rules for each game, some games you will repeat skills.  Please read Appropriate and Proper Conduct (GR 17.1 & GR 17.2) and MGAA Policy of Underage use of Alcohol (GR 18.1).    
Two trophies are award at the Can/Am competition.  The first trophy is the Can/Am Trophy.  This is a perpetual trophy which will be awarded to the country with the highest points added over an even amount of teams.  The trophy remains in the hands of the organizer and is engraved with the winning team/country.  The second trophy, the Founders Cup it is awarded to the highest point USA masters team.  

Each pair must supply one volunteer to help in the ring while the pair is riding.  Stabling is $45 for the weekend and you will not have to strip them.  Tack stalls are available for $45 for the weekend.  There will be a BBQ under the pavilion on Saturday July 17 at 7pm this is included in all the riders entries.   Everyone is invited, anyone who isn’t riding can attend for $15.
There are blocked rooms at Country Inn and Suites in Horseheads, NY(607-739-9205).  The rooms are $120 a night they are held under Can Am International.  Please book by 6/30/10 to get this price.  Camping is available on grounds for $ 25 a night.  

Shirts will be Lime Green with black print. The name and date of the competition will be on the front, and our logo on the back.  Please indicate the size you wish to order on the entry form (YS-A XXL). The cost will be $18.

DIVISION 

Fossils

The division is open to adults who want to enjoy mounted games at a less intense competitive level. (GR4.5)

Intermediate 
The division is open to riders who can negotiate the games skills with confidence and control, mostly at the cant, sometimes at the trot.  (GR4.3)
Masters

This division is open to riders who can negotiate all aspects of mounted games with confidence and control while playing mostly at the gallop (GR4.4)

General Information

· WEATHER PLANS: This competition will be played outdoors in a sand arena, rain or shine.
· FOOD: There will be food on site.
  

· AWARDS: Awards will be presented at the conclusion of each Finals session on Sunday.  The total points earned by each team during Saturday heats will determine the pair’s Sunday Final heat placement. (A Finals, B Finals, etc.)
  

· STABLING: Stalls fee is $45 for the weekend and you will not have to strip the stalls at the end of the competition.  If you chose to uses a stall for a tack room it is also $45 for the weekend.  If you have any stuff in a stall you will be charged.    
· Trailer Parking:  If you are not using your trailer to camp,  the trailers will be parked on the grassy area above barns.
  

· Chemung Country Fairgrounds: Camp sites are $25 per night for campers. There are bathrooms and showers at the fairgrounds.  NOTE: Shows should be aware that the County is now collecting from the time the camper comes on the ground (ie. The night prior to the show). Anyone sleeping on the grounds in anything is considered a camper!

· ENTRY FEE: $70 for MGAA/MGAC members and $75 for Non-Members. There will be a $10 late fee for all entries that are received after July 1, 2010.  Please make all checks out to Bonnie Korn/CanAm International Pairs.  

· WATER: Water is available on the grounds.    

· PAIRS COLORS: All pairs may wear the colors of their choice.  The color must be stated on the entry form.  White helmet covers or White helmet bands must be worn on the last rider.  
· VET/FARRIER:  On Call.
· STALL CARDS: Please leave stall cards with name and number in case of an emergency.   
· EMT:  There will be an EMT on the grounds during the competition hours.  
· HEALTH PAPERWORK:  All pony paperwork must be sent in with the entries.  The fairground requires negative coggins and a rabies vaccination certificate.  Any pony coming from out of state needs to have a legal interstate papers available on the grounds.

Chemung Area Horse Council General Rules

1. No person shall bring into the fairgrounds any beer, ale or other alcoholic beverages in a keg or beer ball or case except by permit.

2. All persons shall comply with the directions on parking and obey the speed limits as designed by the department. This is enforced by the caretaker and the Chemung County Sheriff’s Department. They will and have issued tickets. 

3. All dogs must be on leash at all times and must have proof of current rabies documentation.

4. There will be no parking in the fire lanes, around the barns or on the apron in front of the pole barn, on the roadway in front of the indoor arena or between barns 1 and 2. Parking will be enforced by the Chemung County Sheriff’s Department and tickets will be issued.

5. There will be no parking or driving on the practice ring behind new barn II.

6. Each horse entering the show grounds must have a current rabies certificate and negative coggins certificate in the owner’s or transporter’s possession.

7. Out-of-state horses must have legal interstate papers available on the grounds.

8. There is no smoking allowed in or around the barns, the indoor arena and in the horse show offices.

9. Horses shall not be tied to the fences or stall bars and must be bathed at the wash racks.

10. No horses of any size will be allowed in any picnic area(new barn III, lower camp ground, or fenced area by the food booth) or in the picnic pavilion and in the area around the office areas.

11.  All medical waste supplies must be disposed of in the designated containers located in the horse barns.

12.  The Chemung Area Horse Council and the county of Chemung will not be liable for anything left at the grounds.

The undersigned acknowledges the inherent risk involved in riding and working around horses, which risks include bodily injury from using, riding or being in close proximity to horses among other risks, and further that both horse and rider can be injured in normal use or in competition and schooling.  

In consideration for the privilege of riding and working around horses at the International Pairs Competition the undersigned does hereby agree to hold harmless and indemnify to the Chemung County, the Mounted Games Across America organization, and the CAN/AM International Pairs organizers and further release them from any liability or responsibility for accident, damage, injury or illness to Undersigned or any horse owned by me or to any family member or spectator accompanying the Undersigned on the premises of the Chemung County Fairgrounds.  

I fully understand that riding and the playing of mounted games are very dangerous activities. I fully understand that riding is a very dangerous activity with many inherent risks including (i) the propensity of an equine to behave in dangerous ways which may result in injury to the rider, trainer, groom or handler, (ii) The inability to predict an equine’s reaction to sound, movements, objects, persons or animals. I wish to participate in these activities knowing they are dangerous. I accept and assume all the risks of injury (including death) to me or my property.

In exchange for being permitted to participate in these activities for myself, my heirs, guardian, and legal representatives, I release and agree not to make or bring any claim of any kind against the Chemung County, the Mounted Games Across America organization, and the CAN/AM International Pairs organizers for injury (including death), to me or any damage to my property whether from anyone’s negligence or not, or any other cause, arising out of my participation in these dangerous horseback riding or related activities; and I also agree if anyone makes any claims because of any injury to me (including death), or for any damage to my property, I will keep all those released by this agreement free of any damages or costs because of those claims.  My signature hereby indicates my agreement.

The undersigned competitor agrees to abide by MGAA rules, Code of Conduct (GR 17.1), and MGAA policy on Underage use of Alcohol (GR.18.1) along with rules of any affiliated associations of MGAA.
